Required Materials: Student will be responsible for furnishing, as required, their own drawing, model, presentation and construction materials, Push pins are highly recommended.

Attendance Policy: (Program specific) Attendance is required in all classes and will be a factor in your final grade.  The accumulation of more than 4 absences will result in the student’s failure of the class. The accumulation of more than 3 absences will result in 10 point grade reduction on your final grade. As most demonstrations and discussion will occur in the first part of the class missing more than 15 minutes of class without consent of the professor is considered an absence.
Late Work: No late work will be accepted except by consent of the Professor after a meeting is held to decide the terms of the late submittal.  These terms may include a 10 point grade reduction per class until the assignment is complete.

Cell Phones/Ear Buds: The use of cell phones during class time is not permitted. Phones should be silent during class.  Because active project discussion is encouraged in class the use of ear buds is not permitted.  Lap tops are encouraged.

Breaks: Time and duration will be determined at the beginning of the semester.
Research: For all research assignments only 50% should be conducted through image sites. Reference books, personal experience, periodicals, observation should not be overlooked.
Project Critiques: Only students with completed assignments will be permitted to participate in classroom crits.  Only students with completed design projects will be permitted to participate at final critiques.
Office Hours: Students are encouraged to come to office hours for additional help.  To ensure adequate time, it is a good idea to make an appointment.

Conference (s):  Each student enrolled in the course will have a conference with the professor scheduled at midterm.
